Gurgaon, April 8 - The Gurgaon District Magistrate Rajender Kataria  has  imposed ban on installation of hoardings and posters on all types of  properties, government as well as private, in the district and has issued prohibitory orders under Section 144 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 to ensure compliance of these orders.


In the orders issued here today, the District Magistrate has stated that no hoarding or poster shall be installed by any person or firm without getting necessary permission. He has directed the joint commissioners of Municipal Corporation Gurgaon and DTP Enforcement to remove such unauthorized hoardings or posters along with their iron frames and recover the cost from the persons or firms who have installed it.

The order stated that there have been reports that many persons and firms have installed hoardings and posters on the government land belonging to Municipal Corporation, Haryana Urban Development Authority ( HUDA)  and other departments as well as on private lands. These hoardings are installed on big iron structures which can cause damage or loss to public life and property. The District Magistrate has taken it seriously and felt that these hoardings should be removed.

The order is applicable in the limits of Gurgaon district and violation of these is punishable under Section 188 of Indian Penal Code.

It may be recalled that the district administration, Municipal Corporation Gurgaon and HUDA launched a joint operation from 12th February this year to make the city free from menace of illegal hoardings. The entire operation was to be implemented in a phased manner. Initially in the first phase, the National Highway number 8, Cyber city road and Mahrauli- Gurgaon roads were taken up for this exercise and a large number of hoardings erected illegally along the Highway were removed along with their structure. Now, the other important roads of the city will be taken up, Mr Kataria said and added that the aim was to make Gurgaon, a beautiful city to live in.
