Gurgaon, March 24- The Municipal Corporation of Gurgaon (MCG) and District Administration today raided the sites where illegal colonies are being developed and arrested 9 persons from the spot who were allegedly involved in this unauthorised colony racket. The MCG Commissioner Rajesh Khullar and Deputy Commissioner Rajender Kataria have ordered to lodge FIR against those arrested.

When the MCG Commissioner Rajesh Khullar along with Deputy Commissioner Rajender Kataria, Joint Commissioner of Police Alok Mittal and other officers raided the illegal colony site in front of the Maruti Company on old Delhi road, the persons there tried to escape from there but they were nabbed by the police personnel who were with these officers. Those arrested include Dhamender Rana S/o Dariyav Singh R/o village Bijwasan, Surender S/o Tarachand R/o Village Dundahera, Hawa Singh S/o Nihal Singh R/o Sector 23 Gurgaon, Parmod Kumar S/o Mamchand R/o Chitram Bazar Delhi, Anil Kumar S/o Phool Singh R/o Laxman Vihar Phase II Gurgaon, Anil S/o Ram Kumar R/o Ashok Vihar Phase II Gurgaon, Geetu Sharma R/o Dundahera and Sanjay S/o Laxmi Kant R/o Mahavir Enclave Uttam Nagar Delhi. It was alleged that an illegal colony was being developed in an area of 23 acre land in front of Maruti Company. The raiding squad found maps, site plan, papers of agreement, receipt book, visiting cards and other documents in the possession of these persons. The documents were taken into custody by the police which were immediately called on the site. 

After this operation, the raiding squad reached Noble Enclave where an accused Rakeh Rathee S/o Raghubir Singh R/o Village Farmana near Bahadurgarh was arrested for selling plots illegally. On being inquired, he told that 300 plots were being sold on 20 acre farm house at Noble Enclave. He also revealed that along with him 15 property dealers were associated in this racket including Dhamender Rana, Raj kumar Goyel, Gaje Singh, Anand Kanchak and owner of Bala Ji Properties. The raiding squad then visited Daultabad road where the DTP enforcement told that a colony was being developed in 2-3 acre land unauthorisedly but no accused was found there. The squad afterwards had a round of the Sohna road to see the encroachment along the road and they also inspected the 25 shops which were shattered down by the DTP (E) a few days back because these were built illegally after promulgation of section 4 notice on that land. 

The MCG Commissioner Rajesh Khullar said that no one would be allowed to develop unauthorized colony in Gurgaon and if anyone tried to do so, legal action will be taken against him after lodging FIR in police. He said that a campaign would be launched to remove encroachments and curtail the sale of plots in the new unauthorized colonies. 

The squad consisted of MCG Commissioner Rajesh Khullar, Deputy Commissioner Rajender Kataria, Joint CP Alok Mittal, SDM Gurgaon Satender Duhan, DTP (E) BK Saini, Tehsildar Gurgaon Rampal. 
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
